What is DSL?

Digital Subscriber Line (DSL) is digital High Speed Internet Access technology that uses analog telephone lines to deliver dedicated data. Special equipment at each end of the telephone line transforms these copper lines into high-speed DSL lines. 

DSL offers a secure, affordable, high-speed Internet access alternative to businesses that are frustrated by slow dial up connections and ISDN. Yet can not afford the prohibitive costs of T1 service.

XDSL is actually a generic term used for a family of related technologies, including ADSL, G.Lite, SDSL, IDSL, HDSL, and others . Each DSL flavor has its own distinct characteristics that make it better suited for different applications. 

DSL Speeds 

PrimusDSL uses Symmetric Digital Subscriber Line (SDSL) & IDSL technology, which offers the same speeds uploading as downloading. This is vital for business applications such as Web hosting, large file transfers, e-commerce, intranets, multimedia and virtual private networks.
